Introduction

The Asian Award for Advancing Family Well-Being (3A Project) was first launched in
2010 and repeated every two years. It is now known as the “Wofoo 3A Project” to
acknowledge the full support from the Wofoo Social Enterprises (WSE) since project
inception and lafer title sponsorship.

The Wofoo 3A Project is fo give recognition fo outstanding initiatives in the Asian region
that have advanced an innovative idea, model, or paradigm that can improve the quality
of life for families and enhance their wellbeing. The Project, with the spirit of “Aspiration
for Sustainability, Innovation and Applicability” (ASIA), has so far attracted 180
submissions in fofal in the past five rounds of competition, from different Asian districts
including China, Hong Kong, Korea, Macau, Malaysia, Singapore, and Taiwan. On
all these occasions, eight finalist feams had the opportunity fo present their projects at
the CIFA Regional Symposiums and Exchange Programmes to share their knowledge,
experience and good practice. Brochures, DVDs/USBs and display materials were
produced and uploaded onfo the CIFA WEP for wide distribution among professionals,
academics and organisations.

The Wofoo 3A Project will be a major component of the 6th CIFA Regional Symposium
to be held in Taiwan on 9-11 June 2021, with its Final Round Adjudication and Award
Presentation Ceremony as highlights of the Symposium.

Obijectives

The aim of the Wofoo 3A Project is to provide a platform to encourage sharing of
valuable experience and practice wisdom while giving recognition to outstanding
and pioneering work. It encourages the transfer of innovation and knowledge among
professionals in different countries, ultimately confribufing to the sustainable development
of family wellbeing and strengthening of family functioning in the whole of Asia.

Project Scope

Projects entering the competition should cover af least one of the following areas:

a) Promote and enhance family functions

b) Encourage cross-sector/professional collaboration

c) Support families at special circumstances

d) Confront adverse family situations and social exclusions

e) Embrace changes for family sustainable development

f) Cope with the impact of COVID-19 pandemic on families

gl Any other areas related to family strengthening and betterment

Eligibility
1. Projects carried out by organisations or individuals promoting family wellbeing in the

Asian Region.

2. Each applicant may submit only one project, yet projects from different units/groups of
the same organisation are acceptable.

3. Projects that have run for at least two years before the date of submission of inifial
application.

4. Whether published or not, entries must be original.

Adjudication

To assure high standing of the award, the Adjudication Panel comprises the Chairperson
of CIFA, representative from the fitle sponsor, and respectable professionals and
individuals in related fields.

Awards and Prizes

There will be the Gold, Silver and Bronze Awards for the top winners. The other teams
entering the Final Round Adjudication will also be honoured with Qutstanding Awards.
The "My Favourite Project” will be voted on spot by participants attending the Final
Round Adjudication session at the 6th CIFA Regional Symposium. The “Best Collaborative
Award” will give recognition to the project which demonstrates the most collaborative
efforts among different disciplines and stakeholders to actualise the vision of “Converging
Professional Wisdom for Family WellBeing”; and the “Most Innovative Award” will give
recognition to the project which is most creative and demonstrating pioneering spirit
throughout the project.

* Organisations of all project submissions will be given one-year free CIFA membership, which will
enjoy the benefit of reduced registration fee for the 6th CIFA Regional Symposium to be held in
Taiwan on 9-11 June, 2021.

* Among the eight finalists, feams from Taiwan and teams from outside Taiwan will be subsidised respectively
at US%QOO per person, up fo a maximum of US$400 per team and US$500 per person, up to a maximum
of US$1,000 per team, to attend the 6th CIFA Regional Symposium to be held in Taiwan fo present their
projects af the Final Round Adjudication and the Award Presentation Ceremony on 10 June, 2021.

Responsibilities of the Project Winners and the Finalists

1. To sustain the momentum of the VWofoo 3A Project, the award winners are expected
to provide data for ongoing evaluation of the projects, and to track progress on the
transfer of knowledge and experience to other organisations and professionals.

2. All award winners are expected fo join the Exchange Programme to be held in 2022
in Hong Kong, sharing their projects and experience with interested professionals,
organisations and individuals. CIFA will provide subsidy to overseas teams fo join the
programme where necessary.

3. Gold, Silver and Bronze Award winners are expected to join the Exchange
Programme of the next Wofoo 3A Project (i.e. Wofoo 3A Project 2023) 1o be held in
Hong Kong thereafter to share their project development. CIFA will provide subsidy to
related overseas teams fo join the programme where necessary.

4. All finalist teams will be required to submit a video or an updated version of their
project presentation at the Final Round Adjudication, within six months affer the

competition, for production of the Wofoo 3A Project 2020 USB.

Declaration

® The decision of the Adjudication Panel is final and irrevocable. The organiser will not
disclose the confents of the adjudicators’ deliberations.

® The finalist projects and evaluation reports will be uploaded onto the CIFA WEP for
public sharing of the valuable ideas and experiences. A USB will be produced for
wider sharing.

® CIFA reserves the right to use the submissions for non-commercial purposes in
promoting the 3A Project and family work.
